Principal’s Message 

We are off to a wonderful start to the 2010 – 2011 
school year at Linden Hill!  It seems hard to believe 
that so much time has passed since that first day 
when we gathered as a community in the 
multipurpose room and pledged to act in a “safe 
and friendly way” and to do our best throughout 
the year. 
The children have settled comfortably into the 
school routine.  We thank you for participating in 
our Welcome Back Social and for all of your 
support in making the start of school such a 
pleasant one. 
Latest Enrollment/Staffing Information 
We have continued to grow… At present we have 
an enrollment of 787 students and an instructional 
staff of 47.  In addition to our 33 classroom 
teachers, Related Arts staff and interventionists, 
we are fortunate to have the services of a full time 
nurse and student advisor.  At the present, we have 
6 kindergartens, 6- 1st, 6- 2nd, 6- 3rd, 5 -4th, and 
4- 5th grade classes.

A Few Reminders… 
Our school day begins at 8:50.  If you are 
transporting your child via car, please keep them 

with you in your vehicle until staff arrives.  Also, if 
you arrive and the front doors are closed, you will 
need to come in with your child to get a late slip. 
Thanks to all who are abiding by the terms of the 
car rider line agreement.  It is very important to 
keep your blue sign visible as you navigate the car 
line. If staff does not see your sign, they will ask 
you to park and walk to drop off or retrieve your 
child. 
Please know that the shuttle bus option is still 
available to those car rider families eligible for bus 
transportation.  If you would like to take advantage 
of this opportunity, please call the Linden Hill 
Elementary office at 454-3406.  
Vacations…  At Linden Hill, we are very protective 
of instructional time.  We try to minimize 
interruptions to classes as well as start and end the 
school day on time.  In an effort to provide your 
child with the optimal opportunity to be successful, 
it is critical that s/he comes to school every day.  
We ask families to schedule vacations during our 
vacation windows or during the summer break.  
You may access information regarding the times 
when school is not in session on our website, the 
district website, and/or through the calendars that 
have been sent home.  We ask that you consult 
these resources when planning trips, 
appointments, etc.  Should a vacation be 
unavoidable, please know that any school 
assignments will need to be made up upon your 
child’s return to school and will not be sent home 
in advance.  In addition, should you need to pick 
your child up early, please send in a note and plan 
to pick your child up by 2:45.  We thank you in 
advance for your assistance with this request.

The truth about Head Lice 

Head lice are small parasitic 
insects that live among human 
hairs. They are not dangerous 
and do not spread diseases, but 
they are annoying!! The most common symptom of 
lice is head scratching. This may start right away or 
won’t be seen for a delayed period of time, 
depending on how sensitive the scalp is to the lice. 
Lice are transmitted through close contact of 
personal items such as hats, hairbrushes and head 
to head contact. They do not jump or fly!!! Pets can 
neither catch nor transmit lice. 
Nits are eggs that lice lay on the hair shaft close to 
the skin’s surface. Nits do look like dandruff, but 
they cannot be removed by shaking or brushing the 
hair. Lice eggs hatch in 1-2 weeks after they are 
laid. Please know that the State of Delaware DOES 
NOT exclude children from school with nits, 
however, they are excluded with live lice. They may 
return following the proper treatment. 
 Lice are treated with a medicated shampoo that 
can be purchased over the counter at any drug 
store.  It is very important to follow the directions 
on the shampoo to ensure successful results. To 
remove the nits, use a fine-tooth comb on the 
child’s hair for 2 weeks following the treatment. Nit 
picking takes time and patience, but it is necessary 
to remove all the nits to prevent them from 
hatching and becoming live lice. It is important to 
wash all bed linens and clothing in very hot water 
and put them through the dryer on hot for 20mins, 
put non-washable items in airtight bags for 2 
weeks, soak all hair care items in rubbing alcohol or 
wash in hot water, and vacuum carpets and 
furniture.  
Be Patient in the battle against lice!! For more 
information, go to https://kidshealth.org or my 
website (you can access it through the Linden Hill 
Elementary website under staff) and feel free to 
contact me with any questions!

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Important NEW information about Assessment 
Delaware Comprehensive Assessment System (DCAS) 
  

The Delaware Comprehensive Assessment System (DCAS) is replacing Delaware Student 
Testing Program (DSTP) starting in the 2010-2011 school year.  DCAS is given on a 
computer and results are received immediately.  DCAS is an adaptive test which tailors 
questions based on student’s answers. Students will take the tests throughout the year. 
The state has created different types of tests to be used. One type, called “summative”, 
focuses on grade level material and provides information on how much material the 
student has mastered. The other type, called “on-going”, focuses on material across 
grade levels to better pinpoint a student’s academic strengths and needs.  
Practice tests will be available and students will have opportunities to practice online 
testing skills, such as using a mouse or keyboard and using online tools. Families can also 
try the tutorial and training tests available at the state website link below. To use the 
training test, a free Mozilla Firefox browser must be installed on the home computer. A 
link to download Mozilla Firefox is on the website with the training test. Please be aware 
that the training test is not grade-specific. Questions are grouped by elementary, 
middle, and high school levels. Therefore, some questions may be easier or more 
difficult based on the student’s actual grade.  
In the 2010-2011 school year students will be tested in the following subjects:  
Á Reading- Grades 3-10  blend of summative and on-going taken three times per 

year (fall, winter, spring) (Grade 2 will take the spring “ongoing” test only)  
Á Mathematics- Grades 3-10 blend of summative and on-going taken three times 

per year (fall, winter, spring) (Grade 2 will take the spring “on-going” test only)  
Á Social Studies- Grades 4 and 7  
Á Science- Grades 5, 8, and 10  

 End of Course assessments will be field tested in high schools this year.
